BUSSING:
In July, the IMPACT Committee presented the Calgar y Gir lsÕ School wit h transpor tation pr oposals in hopes to alle viate 
the bus impact through the community.  The CGS is evaluating t he proposal and fur ther discussions will be held in Oc -
tober.  Unfor tunately, there will be no c hanges to the bus procedures at school star t-up in September.  Cur rently from 
CGS, there are 14 full-size school busses that continue to travel into the community.  They loop ont o Bel-Aire Drive and 
onto Beverley Blvd. fr om the EAST and loop ar ound the Þrst or second boulevard twice dail y to pic k up and dr op of f 
students.

GAININ G SUPPORT:
As well as communicating wit h the Ma ybel Community Association and t he Calgar y Gir lsÕ School, w e have met with 
City ofÞcials, Government members and the Calgar y Board of Education t o gain t heir suppor t and guidance.  W e have 
also been in communication wit h var ious depar tments at Alber ta Education and plan t o give input to the current Char-
ter School Study being com pleted this fall.  

GREEN SPACE:
The Calgary Gir lsÕ School has conÞrmed that, at t he current time, their plans ar e to keep the existing footpr int of t he 
school on t he pavement and have no plans of e xpansion.  Their school numbers will be do wn to 163 students star ting 
September 2009. The bus numbers will r emain at 14 buses for t he beginning of t he school y ear.  The por tables were 
used to pr ovide a libr ary and a r oom used pr imarily as a music room.

ON GOIN G W ORK:
The IMPACT Committee meets regular ly every month and will str ive to maintain a congenial w orking relationship wit h 
the Calgar y Gir lsÕ School t o obt ain a solution t hat is acceptable t o bo th par ties.

The City of Calgary wants 
to ensure increases in property taxes do not make home ownership a burden for low income Calgarians.

The City of Calgary offers the Property Tax Assistance Program which provides a grant equal to a homeowner!s increase 
in property taxes in the current tax year.

ÒThe program provides assistance to residential property taxpayers experiencing Þnancial hardship resulting from a 
property tax increase,Ó says Susan Fernando, property tax mitigation worker. 

But it!s not just about property tax assistance, says Fernando.

ÒWe also help people to access other services and resources in the community. For more information about the Property 
Tax Assistance Program, please call 3-1-1 or visit our website at www.calgary.ca/propertytax.

In order to qualify for the program, you must:

¥" Have had an increase to your property taxes in 2009
¥" Own no other property
¥" Meet the  household income cut-offs ($22,171/single person; $27,601/couple; $33,933 three persons; $41,198/ 4 

person ).
¥" Provide proof of income (2008 Notice of Assessment from Revenue Canada is required).

If the increase in property taxes will be a burden and you believe you qualify, contact The City of Calgary by calling 3-1-1 
to apply. You can also visit our website at www.calgary.ca/propertytax to complete an application online.  If you know 
anyone who also may be in this situation, please let them know about this program. 

Applications to the program will be accepted until 1 December 2009.



Welcome back to your r eal lif e! I hope t hat your sum-

mer was relaxing and r ewarding. Af ter a full spr ing and  
summer I certainly welcomed the August break. In June 
and July, in par ticular, there were several it ems that re-

quired a lo t of w ork and att ention, namel y: Plan It Cal -
gar y; the Second Chance Recovery Clinic and t he Tsuu 
TÕina decision on the southwest ring road. 

This Fall I am e xpecting a number of r epor ts coming to 
City Council on t he above items and on o ther initiativ es 

due bac k at this same time. It is going to be very busy 

around City Hall up until Chr istmas! 

In September, Council will r eceive a repor t from Admin-

istration on m y motion regarding upgr ades along Glen -

more Trail and addr essing the 37th & Glenmor e intersec-

tion. This intersection has been failing f or y ears, and t he 

decision by the N ation Þnally allo ws us to move for-

ward. It is my desire that we begin w ork immediately, to 

have the intersection functioning consider ably be tter by 

next summer.

In October, a r epor t to City Council will updat e us on 

the progress being made towards a pesticide bylaw; the 

Þnal bylaw is due bef ore Council in December. Public 

engagement has been on-going since July, and I am 

hopeful t hat we will ha ve an ef fective bylaw in place b y 

the end of t he year. 

In N ovember, Council will hear t he repor t that comes 

out of my motion relating t o methadone clinics. This 

should give us a direction on incr easing the types of ar -
eas within the city that methadone and medical clinics 

can locat e. I am also int erested to hear ho w we can in-

clude a public engagement st ep into the process. The 

challenges around the Second Chance Recovery ClinicÕs 

attempt to locat e in Braeside have highlight ed for me 

how impor tant it is to have real inf ormation fr om the 

outset; in or der to make pro-active, informed decisions 

about t hese types of facilities.

In December, Plan It Calgar y is due to come bef ore 

Council for second r eading. Af ter a t hree day Public 

Hear ing in June, appr oximately 100 amendments were 

by Council. I e xpect the repor t back with the consoli-

dated amendments by December, at whic h point Council  

will debat e and vote on eac h. The result, at the end of 

the debating and v oting, should be pr ogressive, 10-year 

Municipal De velopment and Calgar y Transpor tation 

Plans that set direction for t he future growth of our city .

Littering Education and Enforcement Ð 
Keeping Calgary Clean

We all know that litter and waste, if not disposed of properly, can have 
a negative impact on the enjoyment of our public spaces.  Studies also 
show that litter, in addition to grafÞti and abandoned grocery carts, 
gives the perception that no one in the community cares.  This can lead 
to increased incidents of crime.

Littering offences are addressed in the Street Bylaw and the Parks and 
Pathways Bylaw.  In the CityÕs continuing commitment to promote safe, 
clean and healthy communities, changes have been made to these by-
laws to improve how we deal with litter in our streets and parks.

In September 2008, the Street Bylaw was changed and Þnes were in-
creased for littering on any portion of a street.  Offences now include 
littering from a vehicle or disposing of burning litter, such as cigarette 
butts.  Similar changes were added to the Parks and Pathways Bylaw.  
Waste or burning waste must be disposed of in designated receptacles 
and no person shall leave or dispose of waste from a vehicle. 

At present, Animal & Bylaw Services is collecting data and will be 
using these statistics to begin educating and working with calgarians to 
promote awareness about the bylaw changes.  Following the education 
phase, enforcement will be stepped up, so be prepared.  Fines range 
from $500-$1000 for offences such as throwing that fast food wrapper 
on the ground or carelessly tossing a cigarette out the window.

If you are concerned about litter or waste in a public area, call 3-1-1.  
Burning litter and litter disposed of from a vehicle can become safety 
concerns, so we encourage citizens to report these offences.

Sherif fs nab 2,378 unsaf e drivers 

over September long w eekend

Members of t he Alber ta Sheriff 
Highway Patrol spent the Labour 
Day long w eekend cracking do wn 
on unsafe dr ivers. Between Friday, 
September 5 and Monda y, Sep-
tember 7, Sheriffs laid 2,3 78 
charges across the province, includ-
ing:

¥ " 1,992 speeding violations; 
¥ " 45 seatbelt infr actions; 
¥ " 8 child r estraint infr actions; 
¥ " 22 Gaming and Liquor A ct 

violations; 
¥ " 12 failing t o stop at a st op 

sign infractions; 

¥ " 44 o ther hazar dous viola -
tions (e.g. car eless driving, 
stunting); and 

¥ " 255 non-hazar dous viola -
tions (e.g. no insur ance, 
suspended drivers). 

Sheriffs also arrested 13 people f or 
outstanding ar rest warrants and 
helped r emove seven suspected 
impair ed dr ivers from the road. 

Sheriffs are currently working wit h 
RCMP trafÞc services on integrated 
trafÞc enforcement pilot projects in 
Whit ecourt, Wetaskiwin, Olds and 
Airdr ie. Sheriffs and RCMP laid 
540 c harges in those four ar eas 
including: 

¥ " 429 speeding violations; 
and 

¥ " 111 o ther TrafÞc Safety Act 
and Gaming and Liquor 
Act violations. 

During the month of September, 
sheriffs and their road saf ety par t-
ners are focusing their safety mes-
sage on bac k-to-school safety re-
minding dr ivers to be aler t and 
cautious and w atch out for children 
and school buses.

Alber tans are encouraged t o le t 
the Alber ta Sheriff Highw ay Patrol 
know about tr afÞc enforcement 
concerns such as speeders or ag -
gressive dr ivers on our highw ays.

Mount Royal will continue t o pr o-
vide a br oad ar ray of pr ograms, 
including cer tiÞcates, diplomas, 
applied degr ees and baccalaur e-
ate degr ees. Using the term Òuni-
versityÓ recognizes the high level of  
baccalaur eate degr ee programs 
that students receive at Mount 
Royal, and helps t hose students 
better transition to higher lear ning 
in graduate programming. 

To commemorate the event, Lieu-
tenant Go vernor N orman L. Kwong 
received the UniversityÕs Þrst-ever 
honorary Bachelor of Ar ts Degree. 
Kwong att ended Mount R oyal in 
the late 1940s and studied courses 
in the Commercial Program, which 
was a precursor to the UniversityÕs 
business program that exists toda y.

Mount Royal UniversityÕs mandate 
will r emain the same, and they will 
continue to be a Baccalaur eate 
and Applied S tudies Institution un-
der Campus Alber taÕs six-sector 
post-secondary model. As such, 
they will continue t o be a t eaching 
focused institution. Comprehensive 
Academic Research Institutions 
(University of Alber ta, the Univer-
sity of Calgar y, the University of 
Lethbridge and A thabasca Univer-
sity), have the mandate to conduct 
pure research and, t herefore, have 
a higher degr ee of r esearch inten-
sity.

 Calgary Police Service Update  from Cst. Travis Flathers

The communities of Mayfair and Bel Air e have had an 
almost crime free summer. The only cr ime trend of no te 
is an increase in random acts of v andalism. The best 
way to stay vigilant and discour age vandalism is to re-
move or paint o ver gr afÞti as soon as possible. This has 
been proven to be af fective as the culpr its generally will  
not return to the same area if t heir work keeps getting 
covered up r ight a way. Vehicles are also a common 
targe t of r andom vandalism, such as smashed windows. 
Ensure that whenever possible do no t leave your vehi-
cles parked out on t he street for extended per iods of 
time. If par king in a gar age is no t an op tion ensure that 
the par king ar ea is proper ly lit. And Þnall y, never lea ve 
valuables or belongings inside y our vehicles that can be  
seen by someone walking past including gar age door 
openers. It is common for culpr its to br eak into a vehicle 
overnight in fr ont of houses simply to gain access to a 
garage.

Lastly, it is impor tant to know that all of t he statistics 
gathered by the Calgar y Police Service are from re-

por ted crimes. If it does no t get repor ted then it cannot 
be tracked. N o cr ime is too small to be r epor ted.

Calgar ians are also able t o repor t certain cr imes online 
by using the Citizen Online Police Report System. It is 
impor tant for t he public t o repor t all cr imes. This allows 
the CPS to pr oper ly deplo y resources to addr ess issues.

Recycling: A Crime Prevention Strategy?

 As you are all aware the City of Calgary has implemented its recycling initiative utilizing the Blue Bin system. One of the 
unfortunate side effects of this is the increase of dumpster diving (garbage pickers).

Have you ever thought that the simple process of recycling your empties#can help to reduce crime?# By keeping the de-
lectable tidbits out of your trash, and into a recycling program, you can reduce the temptation for individuals who con-
sider your trash as valuable.#Take a moment to consider that a shopping cart full of aluminum cans, plastic bottles, beer 
bottles, etc. can bring in anywhere from $30 to $40.# 

By removing these items you could reduce the number of transient people in the neighborhood. These people are now 
entering people yards to gain access to some of these bins. This may lead to them entering unlocked or insecure ga-
rages or sheds to Þnd these bins.

Save items of value in a safe place and return them to a recycling centre or contact a local group or charity who would 
be willing to collect these items.  

Please ensure that all garages, shed, etc are secured and lock up any valuable around your property.
